(washes).

Add more depth to the shadows with glazes of 1786 - Hellfire Red on the deep
areas of the hair.

Apply a soft glazes of diluted 1797 - Forest Green on the deepest areas to get a
maximum contrast.

Outline and define again the end of the hair tufts with a 50% mix of 3210 - Golden
Cream and 1784 - Flaming Orange.

Finally, add a general glaze of highly diluted 1787 - Cutthroat Red to both hairand
helmet to get a soft coommon tone.
